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FAST Act: Criteria for Regional 

Accelerator

 The proposed program is to promote investment in covered infrastructure 
projects, which shall include a plan to: 

a) Evaluate and promote innovative financing methods for local projects, 
including the use of the TIFIA program under chapter 6 of title 23, United States Code

b) Build capacity of State, local, and tribal governments to evaluate and structure 
projects involving the investment of private capital

c) Provide technical assistance and information on best practices with 
respect to financing the projects

d) Increase transparency with respect to infrastructure project analysis and using 
innovative financing for public infrastructure projects

e) Deploy predevelopment capital programs designed to facilitate the creation 
of a pipeline of infrastructure projects available for investment

f) Bundle smaller-scale and rural projects into larger proposals that may be 
more attractive for investment

g) Reduce transaction costs for public project sponsors.
